Interpftations or clarifications considered necessary by Engineer in response to
such questions will be issued by Addenda delivered to all parties recorded as having received the Bidding
Documents. Questions received less than seven days prior to the date for opening of Bids may not be
answered. Only questions answered by Addenda will be binding. Oral and other interpretations or
clarifications will be without legal effect.

7.02 Addenda may be issued to clarify, correct, supplement, or change the Bidding Documents.
Addenda will be mailed no later than three days prior to the day set for receiving Bids. Failure of
any Bidder to receive any such Addendum or interpretation shall not relieve such Bidder from any
obligations under the Bid as submitted. All Addenda so issued shall become part of the Contract
Documents.

7.03 Addenda may also be issued to clarify, correct, or change the Bidding Documents as deemed
advisable by OWNER or ENGINEER.

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ARTICLE 8 - BID SECURITY

8.01 A Bid must be accompanied by Bid security made payable to OWNER in an amount of five
percent (5%) of the Bidder's maximum Bid price and in the form of a certified check or a Bid Bond
(EJCDC No. C-430, 2013 Edition) issued by a surety meeting the requirements of paragraphs 6.01
and 6.02 of the General Conditions.

8.02 The Bid security of the apparent Successful Bidder will be retained until Owner awards the
contract to such Bidder, and such Bidder has executed the Contract Documents, furnished the required
contract security, and met the other conditions of the Notice of Award, whereupon the Bid security will be
released. If the Successful Bidder fails to execute and deliver the Contract Documents and furnish the
required contract security within 10 days after the Notice of Award, Owner may consider Bidder to be in
default, annul the Notice of Award, and the Bid security of that Bidder will be forfeited. Such forfeiture
shall be Owner’s exclusive remedy if Bidder defaults.

8.03 The Bid security of other Bidders that Owner believes to have a reasonable chance of receiving
the award may be retained by Owner until the earlier of seven days after the Effgctive Date of the Contract
or 91 days after the Bid opening, whereupon Bid security furnished by suclQ®i8ders will be released.

No item
of material or equipment Wl be considered by Engineer as an “or-equal” or substitute unless written
request for approval has been submitted by Bidder and has been received by Engineer at least 15 days
prior to the date for receipt of Bids in the case of a proposed substitute and 5 days prior in the case of a
proposed “or equal’. Each such request shall comply with the requirements of Paragraphs 7.04 and
7.05 of the General Conditions. Each such request shall include Manufacturer’s Certification letter for
compliance with AIS requirements and subsequent statutes mandating domestic preference, if
applicable.

11.02 All prices that Bidder sets forth in its Bid shall be based on the presumption that the Contractor
will furnish the materials and equipment specified or described in the Bidding Documents, as
supplemented by Addenda. Any assumptions regarding the possibility of post-Bid approvals of “or-equal”
or substitution requests are made at Bidder’s sole risk.

11.03 If award is made, Contractor shall be allowed to submit proposed substitutes and “or equals” in
accordance with the General Conditions.

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ARTICLE 12 - SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS, AND OTHERS

12.01 A list of subcontractors, suppliers, individuals, or entities shall be submitted along with the
Bid at the Bid Opening to the OWNER. If requested by Owner, such list shall be accompanied by an
experience statement with pertinent information regarding similar projects and other evidence of
gualification for each such Subcontractor, Supplier, or other individual or entity. If Owner or Engineer,
after due investigation, has reasonable objection to any proposed Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or
entity, Owner may, before the Notice of Award is given, request apparent Successful Bidder to submit an
acceptable substitute, in which case apparent Successful Bidder shall submit a substitute, Bidder’s Bid
price will be increased (or decreased) by the difference in cost occasioned by such substitution, and
Owner may consider such price adjustment in evaluating Bids and making the Contract award.

12.02 If apparent Successful Bidder declines to make any such substitution, Owner may award the
Contract to the next lowest Bidder that proposes to use acceptable Subcontractors, Suppliers, or other
individuals or entities. Declining to make requested substitutions will constitute grounds for forfeiture of
the Bid security of any Bidder. Any Subcontractor, Supplier, individual, or entity so listed and against
which Owner or Engineer makes no written objection prior to the giving of tje Notice of Award will be
deemed acceptable to Owner and Engineer subject to subsequent revocd@iigR of such acceptance as
provided in Paragraph 7.06 of the General Conditions.

12.03 CONTRACTOR shall not be required to employ any s ctor supplier, individual, or
entity against whom CONTRACTOR has reasonable objecQ

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ARTICLE 16 - MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

16.01 A Bid may be modified or withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed in the manner
that a Bid must be executed and delivered to the place where Bids are to be submitted prior to the date
and time for the opening of Bids. Upon receipt of such notice, the unopened Bid will be returned to the
Bidder.

16.02 If a Bidder wishes to modify its Bid prior to Bid opening, Bidder must withdraw its initial Bid in the
manner specified in Paragraph 16.01 and submit a new Bid prior to the date and time for the opening of
Bids.

16.03 If within 24 hours after Bids are opened any Bidder files a duly signed written notice with Owner
and promptly thereafter demonstrates to the reasonable satisfaction of Owner that there was a material
and substantial mistake in the preparation of its Bid, that Bidder may withdraw its Bid, and the Bid security
will be returned. Thereatfter, if the Work is rebid, that Bidder will be disqualified from further bidding on
the Work.

The reading software shall have the capability of using a GIS system for displaying meter reading
information on a Map. The Owner will provide GIS coordinates of the water meters for use in the headend
software application.
